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The SOA provide high quality                
correspondence materials and, 
where necessary, adapt them to 
the individuals circumstances. 
Teachers    support the materials 
with lessons broadcast by the 
satellite system called CENTRA. 
Through these lessons they bring 
the school teacher together with 
a group of widely separated and 
remote students and create a 
òvirtual classroomó. 
Carnarvon School of the Air is 
unique in Australia in that all 
teaching staff not only provide 
the base support but also      
conduct their own home visits to 
provide on-site support to       
students. The close relationship 
that has developed between 
teachers, home tutors and     
students is a feature of the 
school. 

 
 

Correspondence materials from 
Schools of  Isolated and Distance 
Education in Perth make up the 
core of learning materials sent 
out to students. Work books             
accompanied by home tutor 
notes, texts, audio and video 
tapes, and posters are included. 
The school supplements these 
with maths resource kits, library 
boxes, ECE theme boxes, and 
language resources such as    
dictionaries and atlases. Basic 
stationary is also supplied to 
students. 
Completed work is returned via 
Australian Post and teachers  
return the marked work with a     
formal set report for the tutor 
and a letter for the student.

A set pack is designed to last 
about 2 weeks. Set materials are 
reviewed by class teachers and 
modified to suit individual needs 
before being forwarded to the 
student. Resources are added to 
enhance learning and may      
include extra maths materials, 
library materials, computer soft-
ware, arts materials or specific 
concrete learning aides.   

SOA provides each family with 
computers and printers, CD 
Rom based software, maths 
equipment, ECE resources,    
library boxes, sports equipment 
and similar.
