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Joe eloquently introduced 2010 
GSE participants Dr Michael 
Collin and team leader Rob 
Pannell. 
Michael and Rob were part of the 
five member team who travelled 
to District 3170 in India during 
January and February this year.  
Rob spoke of the GSE program 
explaining it essentially paired 
Distr ict  exchange  teams           
consisting  a minimum four    
outstanding business people or 
professionals for a period of 4 to 
6 weeks of study in another 
country.

Rob mentioned that applicants 
must be within the age range 25 
to 40 years and have a clear   
i n t e r e s t  t o  f u r t h e r i n g               
international understanding, 
goodwill and peace.  
Having travelled to India some 
years ago this country would 
normally not have been Robõs 
first choice for the exchange but 
he said his view is now changed 
having been stunned by the     
remarkable development and   
meteoric advances in education, 
technology and business since 
his earlier visits. 
Rob passed over to Michael 
Collin, a medical doctor and 
trainee paediatric surgeon, who 
rejoiced at his complete           
immersion in the Indian culture. 
Michael spoke of the very         
different cultural norms he       
experienced citing examples of 
how the different castes are 
treated and how, even within 
the more affluent families, there 
is an expected order to life. He 
cited the example where a host 
father dined with him each     
evening at the exclusion of the 
mother and adult children only 
to have the other family       
members join for a group photo 
in the last hour of his stay. 
Michaelõs experienced much  of 
Indian daily life and was amazed 
by thing such as gridlocked 
roads being used by ore laden 
trucks which would have raised 
the ire of Australian public and 
authorities. He told us of the 
great success of micro financing 
for business which has enabled 
small business to develop into 
m a j o r  e x p o r t e r s  o f              
manufactured goods. He learnt 
much from highly skilled      
medicos, how advanced their 
medical treatment is in their    
affluent area of society and the 
success of the polio eradication 
program in India.

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Michael said it was staggering 
that India could build a new    
hospital comparable to our new 
Fiona Stanley Hospital in a     
fraction of the time we take      
because of delays inherent in 
our accepted bureaucratic      
systems and construction      

constraints within Australia. He 
also spoke of the huge 3- storey 
kitchen facility that prepares 
and delivers hot food to more 
than  a million  children a day. 

Rob concluded this impressive 
presentation explaining that     
India was clearly making giant 
strides in industry and        

commerce. He gave the example 
of a huge scale of capacity in a  
foundry process facility he     
experienced and the trend for 
European vehicle manufacturing 
in India. 
Rob is very concerned that     
Australians do not seem to       
understand this is happening 
and that we are not even in the 
starting blocks when countries 
like India are already well into 
the great economic  development 
race. 
Joe thanked Michael and Rob 
for their fine presentation and
