He spoke of 
the town being founded in 1323 
and after a stable 200 years it 
began a tragic history of serial 
occupation and invasion by   
surrounding countries and was 
not granted total independence 
until August 1991, after the fall 
of the USSR. Geoff told of the 
imposing abandoned KGB   
building still in the same       
condition, and with its history of 
absolute horror, that visitors 
may visit. He also mentioned the 
nearby deserted Soviet nuclear 
rocket  facility built in 1962 but 
abandoned intact, but without 
rockets, upon its discovery by 
USA satellites in 1974.  
The first Lithuanian Rotary Club 
was chartered in 1934 but     
Rotary ended in 1940 and did 
not begin again until 1992. At 
the beginning of the war many 
Rotarians were executed and 
other deported  to Siberia.  
Members, partners and guests 
were honored to toast the Rotary 
Club of Vilnius  

Brian told of the many Club  
programs and achievement over 
recent years. These included our 
participation in Rotary programs 
as RYLA, RYPEN, Handicamp, 
GSE, Ambassadorial Scholars, 
Polio Eradication, Rotary        
Exchange Students, NYSF and 
RYDA.  B r i an  men t i oned       
CordBlood, Interplast, Art Show,  

Climb for a Smile, Harry Hunter  
Centre, Seniors Tea Party,    
Shelter Box, Australian  Rotary 
Health, Police Dogs, BMX track 
and many others. A formidable 
list of achievements indeed.  

PDG John Iriks  was equally 
happy to let us know about many 
achievements of the RC of     
Kwinana and he went on to say 
they will be celebrating their 40th 
anniversary in April 2011 with a 
fundraising BBQ.
