Honorary Rotarian, Pat Morris, 
joined the meeting this evening 
to give a fine introduction to 
Lynette Dean-Spread, Principal, 
and Jacqui Rodrigues, the           
Curriculum Leader, of the 
Thornlie Intensive English    
Centre.  
Lynette and Jacqui addressed 
the Club, aided by a PowerPoint 
presentation, explaining that the 
TIEC‟s role is to provide English            
instruction for students, living 
within the Thornlie and         
surrounding areas, who are new 
to Australia and new to the    
English language. It also caters 
for the social and emotional need 
of students for which our culture 
and lifestyles are completely   
foreign, often confusing and 
sometimes frightening.  
The centre has 93 students of  
whom 78 are from a refugee   
background with the remainder 
being immigrants. There are now 
19 nationalities and 23 foreign 
languages spoken. The largest 
group are refugees from Burma 
via Thailand camps and the next 
largest are Burundian via     
Tanzanian refugee camps. 
The TIEC builds partnerships 
with parents and Caregivers and 
provides a place where they can 
feel safe to seek advice,           
assistance and guidance. It also 
recognises the different cultural,         
language, religious and ethnic 
backgrounds of students. 
The Centre caters for students at 
risk, links families with all     
government and community        
services, familiarises families 
with the Australian way and    
assists students and families 
with the transition to regular   
primary and secondary school. 
The TIEC has additional services 
which includes areas as school             
psychologists, reading programs, 
buddy style classes, positive          
parenting program, healthy

 During a convention outing on 
the Columbia River, Ben Collins, 
president of the Rotary Club of 
Minneapolis, Minnesota, USA, 
talked with Seattle Rotarian J.E. 
Pinkham about the proper way 
to organize a Rotary club,      
offering the principle his club 

had adopted: Service, Not Self. 
Pinkham invited Paul P. Harris, 
who also was on the boat trip, to 
join their conversation. Harris 
asked Collins to address the 
convention, and the phrase    
Service, Not Self was met with 
great enthusiasm. 
 At the 1950 RI Convention in 
Detroit, slightly modified       
versions of the two slogans were 
formally approved as the official 
mottoes of Rotary: He Profits 
Most Who Serves Best and     
Service Above Self.  
 The 1989  Council on           
Legislation established Service 
Above Self as the principal 
motto of Rotary, because it best 
conveys the philosophy of      
unselfish volunteer service. 

 He Profits Most Who Serves Best 
was modified by the 2004   
Council on Legislation to its  
current wording, They Profit 
Most Who Serve Best. This 
change, 99 years after the 
founding of Rotary, reflects the 
acceptance that women are 
equal members of the Rotary 
organization.

 Rotary‟s official mottos, “Service 
Above Selfó and òThey Profit Most 
Who Serve Best”, trace back to 
the early days of the Rotary    
organisation. 

 In 1911, He Profits Most Who 
Serves Best was approved as the 
Rotary motto at the second    
convention of the National      
Association of Rotary Clubs of 
America, in Portland, Oregon. It 
was adapted from a speech made 
by Rotarian Arthur Frederick 
Sheldon to the first convention, 
held in Chicago the previous 
year. Sheldon declared that  
"only the science of right conduct    
toward others pays. Business is 
the science of human services. 
He profits most who serves his 
fellows best." 
 Arthur Frederick Sheldon, 
whose  occupation was running 
a    business school, joined the     
Rotary Club of Chicago in 1908 
where he became  responsible for 
vocational  service. He also made 
a list of 800 classifications for 
R o t a r y  m e m b e r s h i p .  
The Portland convention also  
inspired the motto Service Above
